How the Internet Works



The speed at which the Internet works not only depends on the speed of the modem of the computer the person accessing a site is using, but also the speed of the modem of the host computer and how many people are accessing the site at the same time.

World Wide Web

I.  Web Browser Parts

Title Bar:  Shows title of web page.
Status Indicator:  Moves when page is loading in.

Drop-down Menus:

Toolbar:  Where the back, forward, home, print, stop, and reload buttons are located.
Location/Address Bar:  Shows address of the web page.

Address is also know as URL or Universal Resource Locator

Content Area:  Area where web page is displayed.

Progress Bar:  Shows progress of page as it is loading in.

Status Message Field: Shows status of page (host contacted, transferring file, done)

II  Toolbar Buttons  And Drop Down Menus

Back:  Moves you to the page or pages you just visited.

Forward:  Moves you to the page you left off.

Reload/Refresh:  Reloads page if page didn’t load in properly.  Also gives you the latest version of the page.

Home:  The very first web page you see when you start your browser.  (can be changed)

Print:  Prints the web page.

Stop:  Stops the web page from loading in.

Bookmarks/Favorites:  Used to save addresses of the pages that you visit frequently.

Go ( or history):  Gives you a list of pages you visited.

Edit, Find:  Helps you find a specific word on a web page.

View, Source:  Lets you see the HTML code for the web page.

Search:  Goes to several different search engines.

My Netscape: Lets you set up news, weather, stocks, etc.

Secure: Means that it is harder for people to see the information that you are sending online.  (But people who know what they are doing can stil get this information).

To change the color, type and size of the font, background color, starting home page etc. on you browser go to…

III.  Parts of a web Address

http://www.sir.arizona.edu/curr/require.html

http:// Hypertext Transfer Protocol

www.sir.arizona.edu  name of computer that the web page is stored on.

curr directory or folder that the page is stored under

require.html  name of the file used for the web page.

Just like a letter, you must have the correct address for a web site or your computer will not be able to find it.

telnet://  telnet address

gopher://  gopher address

news:  newsgroup (news reader will automatically start)

mailto: mail software will come up.

FTP

To save a picture, movie, or a sound file

1.  put mouse cursor over the picture, or the link to the movie or sound file.

2.  click with right mouse button

3.  click on save picture (or link/target) as

4.  save

To save a web page

1.  go to file, then save as

2.  save.

You must save all pictures, sound files etc. if you want the page to look exactly the way it does on the web.

To download a file

1.  click on link to file

2.  save as (netscape) / save it to disk (internet explorer)

3.  save

Types of files

.wav, .mpg, .midi- sound files

.mov or .avi- movie files

.jpg or .gif- picture files

.ra or .rm- real audio files

.zip- compressed files

.doc-  Microsoft word document

.xls-  Microsoft excel file

.ppt- Microsoft powerpoint file

.pdf-  Adobie acrobat file

.exe-  executable (program) file

Types of software

Freeware: software for public use for free

Shareware: software you may test for free then purchase it for a fee

Commercial: software you must purchase

You may need extra software called add-ons or plug-ins to view some of the files you access on the Internet.

Copyright and the Internet: It is very important to keep copyright in mind when surfing the net. If you want to take pictures etc. from a site you must have permission from the owner of the site. Sometimes the owner will have a statement that says that it is ok to copy pictures etc. from their site. If they don't you must e-mail them for permission first. Once something is on the net it is automatically copyrighted. This includes things that you find on Mailing Lists and Newsgroups.
